A Brief History of the Lenoir Store

Horatio, South Carolina

The Lenoir family has operated a general store in Horatio since before 1808, when the store was mentioned in the will of Isaac Lenoir.  The store has passed through six generations of the Lenoir family.  The present structure was erected prior to 1878 and is marked on the 1878 map.  A post office has been located in the store since before 1900.  Often the owner qualified and was appointed postmaster.  The store continues to stock products in the same old fashioned way that our grandparents enjoyed.  The store is located on Sumter Landing Road.  In 1910 the population of Horatio was 50.
