


1. Decide on assigned roles.

2. Look over the copies of old rice recipes and find rice recipes in your cookbook. 

3. Following the questions at the bottom of this sheet, compare and contrast the older and the more modern rice recipes.

4. Write your group’s answers in a sheet of notebook paper.

5. Be prepared to offer your group’s answers to the questions in a class discussion.

6. Be prepared to turn in your answers with everyone’s name on the paper.
