Timeline:

To organize your notes and thinking about Mental Health in South Carolina, you will create a Timeline.  On the top half of the timeline, trace the changes in treatment for the mentally ill.  On the bottom half of the timeline, trace the changes in the role of government in caring for the mentally ill. Reflection Essay:

Your Reflection Essay will answer the Essential Question in the form of an editorial. Your essay must be at least five paragraphs in length.  It must give the reader background (history) on Mental Health in South Carolina.  For this, you will use your timeline.  Your editorial must also mention at least one member of the Panel Discussion with his or her statement.  Finally, you must give your informed opinion on what role government should have in caring for the mentally ill.   Be sure to define what level of government you are talking about and who will fund the care of the mentally ill.

Service Learning Project:  Your project grade for this unit is a Service Learning Project.  Each student will submit a proposal for a Community Service Project that connects to this unit.  Your project could help the Homeless Shelter or the Mental Health Centers.  Your proposal must be a detailed “plan of action” for the service project.  The class will vote and choose one proposal and everyone will participate in that project.  Proposals are due Friday, January 30th.
