How to Plan Your Lesson Plans Using the Guide

Lesson Plan Time Period: Record the time period for the historic place you are interested in studying with your students.

Lesson Plan Title: Record the title of the lesson for the historic place you selected.

Established Goal and Objective:

b) Indicator(s): Record the Social Studies Indicator(s) for your grade level.
Lesson Part 1: Objective / Key Point(s) – Students will know: 

Select key terms or events from the standards and/or indicators that you want students to understand and be able to apply after studying the historic place. For example: Jim Crow.

Lesson Part 2: Historical Content – Students will understand: 

Read the historical content provided with the historic place you selected. Record the content that relates to the key points you wish students to understand and be able to apply after you study the historic place. Record the historical content that will help your students answer the essential questions that are provided with the historic place’s lesson plan.

Lesson Part 3: Essential Questions – Students will respond to: 

Record the essential questions provided with the historic place you selected to help focus the learning of the historical content that you wish the students to understand.

Lesson Part 4: Procedures – Students will: 

Read the procedures provided with the historic place you have selected. Select the procedures you wish your students to complete each day the lesson will be taught.

Lesson Part 5: Sources needed – Students will research: 

Research the sources provided with the historic place you have selected. Review the sources provided with the historic place you selected. Select the sources that you wish to share with your students as it relates to the historic place.

Lesson Part 6: Activities – Students will be able to: 

Read the activities. Select the activities you wish your students to complete for the selected historic place.

Lesson Part 7a: Assessment Ideas (Performance) – Students will produce: 

Review the assessments provided for the historic place you selected. Choose the assessment ideas that best fits your time schedule and your students’ abilities.

Lesson Part 7b: Assessment Ideas (Traditional quiz, test, etc.) – Students will complete:

The teacher can ask students to provide written or oral responses to essential questions and/or the teacher can generate informal and formal quizzes and tests.

Lesson Part 7c: Optional Assessment Ideas (Self/Peer Reflections): Students will: 

Students can evaluate one piece of information s/he learned (positive and suggestive comments) and justify the grade s/he assigned to self and/or to their peers as it relates to student-produced work on the historic place you selected.
