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Photo Story for Windows is software that allows you to create a slide show with digital pictures. You can edit your pictures, add original music and narration and share your movies in class or as a presentation.
1. To install Photo Story3 follow the steps below:

These are the steps to download PhotoStory (Note: PhotoStory works only with XP):
· First you will need to check to see if you have Media Player 10, if not you will need to download the program by using the link below.

· Once you have followed the necessary steps and downloaded media player 10, click on the link below to download PhotoStory.

2. After installing the program, go to Start, Programs and click on PhotoStory 3 for Windows on your Programs menu.

3. A welcome screen will appear.  Click on “Begin a New Story” and NEXT at the bottom right of the window. 

4. The Import and Arrange screen is where you choose the pictures you want to use in the Story.  Click “Import Pictures.”  NOTE: SLIDES FROM POWERPOINT CAN BE USED IN PHOTOSTORY IF THEY ARE SAVED AS A JPEG FILE FIRST.
5. A File Browser window will appear.  This is where you find the location of your pictures.

6. You can click on the first picture you want to import and scroll down to the last picture and press the Shift key and click and it will select all of those pictures.  Click OK to import all of them at one time. You can also choose pictures at different times and from different folders. 
           Note:  You can import up to 300 pictures. 
7. Your pictures import onto a timeline.  You can change the order by using the arrows on the right or by dragging and dropping them to the location you would like. 

8. Before clicking NEXT, you have the option to get rid of black lines around the pictures or edit the photos.
9. Note:  You can Save your project at any time by clicking the Save Project button at the bottom of the screen!

10. After you click NEXT, you come to the Add a title to your pictures window.  You have an option to add text to any of the pictures by clicking on the picture and typing in the text.  You can choose color, font, and location of the text.  When you have added text to all pictures you wish to add text to, click NEXT.
11. At the Narrate your pictures screen, you can add narration. 

12. After attaching a microphone, select the photo from the timeline that you want to narrate and click on the red dot to begin or stop recording.  You can also add notes in the text area.  If you make a mistake or don’t like the way it sounds, click on the back arrow button to erase the narration and start again.
13. You can preview the narration by clicking on the Preview button.

14. When you have finished with all narration, click NEXT.  This will bring you to the Add background music screen.  You have the option to select music you have on your computer or from a CD (non copyright violation). You can preview here as well.

15. Click on select music to go to a CD or folder where you have audio files. INSTRUCTIONS ON RIPPING MUSIC FROM A CD ARE ON A SEPARATE HANDOUT.
16. To create music, you can select genre, band, mood, tempo and intensity. 

17. When music is selected it appears above the pictures on the timeline.  You can click on different pictures and change the music to suit a series of pictures.  
18. The next step is saving the finished product.  
· Save your story for playback on your computer.  

· Specify where you want to save the movie as well as the name.  You can choose to browse for the location.  If you leave it at the default it will save to My Documents, 
My Videos.
· Click Next.  It will take a while to combine, narration and text and pictures depending on the number of pictures. 

19. The final step – Completing PhotoStory  3 for Windows – gives you the 
     option to view your story or create another story.  At this point you 
     want to play your story.  When it plays through completely, you will find 
     a Window Media Video (.wmv) copy of the video located in My 
     Documents, My Videos unless you changed the default.  This file can be 
     played on any computer with a Windows Media Player.

DIGITAL STORYTELLING IDEAS

 

1. Use hula-hoops to create human Venn diagrams, photograph it, and have students explain it in writing.

2. Use the digital camera to identify geometric shapes and create a class or individual geometry scrapbook

3. Photograph two people and write their conversation using quotation marks. (Make a book of famous quotes and their explanations.)

4. Character Education – use photographs of students who are showing the desired trait. Have students write how they demonstrate the trait.

5. Have students take each other’s photos and write often about activities at school. Burn to CD for holiday gift.

6. Idioms have students illustrate in KidPix and write literal and figurative meanings.

7. Take a picture of some common objects around the school (cafeteria, playground, computer, media center, book, etc) and using wordart/inspiration to describe the picture using adjectives.

8. Photograph and write about each step of a science experiment

9. Take a very close up picture of part of an object and have students write clues to identify the object. Students exchange their pictures and try to identify the object in the picture.

10. Write the words to a song and use pictures or clipart to express the lyrics.

11. Record sound and video to add personal touches to a digital scrapbook page.
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
