· Your analysis should be an explanation of why you think that visual is an expression of Tillman’s brand of progressivism.

· There must be a million different ways to do this well.  You may find yourself using all the resources or only a few.  How many you use is not as important as how you are using them.  Use them to illustrate a part of what it meant to be a “Tillmanite”.
