Three Peoples, One King Notes
· 3 groups whose importance to the outcome of the War is often understated-African American, Loyalists and Native Americans
· Actually, it is written from the British point of view

· Does not serious assess why these 3 groups remained loyal to Britain-What was it in for them?

· Each group had their own agenda:

· Native Americans wanted security within their own land from all whites whether Loyalist or Whig

· “Nevertheless, the Indians aided the British cause simply by constituting a potential threat that the Whigs could not ignore” (150)

· Slave wanted freedom from whoever would give it to them

· Loyalists wanted security from Native Americans, Whigs, and slave revolts (a real threat)

· Neither side was comfortable with arming slaves or Native Americans

· Perhaps too much attention to the winners-the Whigs

· Books re-investigates British strategies, especially as it relates to the major generals-Howe, Clinton, and Cornwallis

· 1776 Cherokees attack (led by Dragging Canoe) in the backcountry actually alarmed both Loyalist and Whigs, since both group were concerned about their local security 

· Did  all three groups remain loyal to the British to the end?
· Chronologically organized

· Each group is treated in each chapter, thus enabling the reader to key in on specific interest group

· Geographic focus is SC, although, by implication, the entire South (NC,GA, FL)
· Slavery so entrenched in the lowcountry of SC that neither the Loyalist or the Whigs would seize adequate use of slaves because of the imminent danger they could pose for either side
· In Chapter 4 (The British Return), the British do use all 3 groups effectively (See Quash (Quamino) Dolly assistance during the November 1778 invasion of Savannah by Col. Campbell. Of course Dolly sought freedom a motive
· Escapee slaves did consume much of the (fighting) energy of Whigs during the GA campaign. See pages 132 forward
· Use of Native Americans is discussed in details on pages 207, 208-see marks
· Native Americans also had their traditional rivalries among themselves
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
