Cherokee Nation.
Whereas Certain Articles of Peace and Friendship were catered into and exsended by the Homes the Lien. Governor and the said Attakullakulla Departed and specially aurthorized by the Nation for that purpose which said articles bear the Twenty second day of September 2nd last pasted.  And whereas by the Twelfth attains it was speculated and agreed that form of the Handmen from the Upper Valley of the Oneida and the Lower Settlements should come to Charlestown and confirm the several articles negotiated as aforesaid .  And whereas the said  Attakullakulla had communicated the said articles which have been clearly interpreted to and fully understood and approved by them except….. fifth – article—which they Desired may be suspended.  And the said Attakullakulla and the said Sellagusha, Shallidoshi Cappy of Tomally, Analey, Halfbreed Wells, Old Warrior of Established Tellatelaski of Sellequaha, and Ollasallia being come to Charlestown in consequence of the Twelfth article above mentioned and officially authorized and disputed by their Nation, finally be ratified “Confirm the articles of Peace and Friendship entered into as …. Now therefore The Gent William Bell Esqu. When Governor of Commissioner in Chief in of over his Majesty’s said Provinces in the name of His Majesty’s Subjects and Attakullakulla Kellagusta, Shalisoshki, Cappy Anatoy, Halfbreed Well, The Warrior , Tellatelakih and Ollafailih, Deput… from the four Different Settlements on behalf,  of the Cherokee Nation, Do hereby finally ratify Establish and Confirm the following articles for restoring Peace & Friendship. VVV.
Art 1. 

All English Providences, Negroes, Horses and Cattle in their profession to be delivered up 


immediately to C… G…
      2nd

Fort Lauden and the Cannon belonging thereby now lying at Chelih be delivered up to any 



person sent to take charge of them and any Forts shall be built thereafter in the 



Cherokee Nation when the Same is thought necessary by the English.

      3rd

The Cherokee shall not entertain any French men into their Nation and if any should come 


the Cherokees shall apprehend to …. The nation we think proper to apprehend the 



Frenchmen.
      4th 

Any Indian who murders any of his Majesty’s Subjects shall be immediately put to death by 


the Cherokees, as soon as the murder and murderer are known in the Cherokee nation and 


that the Head or scalp of their Murderer be brought to The Commander of the next English 


Fort.
      5th 

That he foresaid as much as may be any disturbances that may come between the 



Cherokees and the white population on the Back Settlement no Cherokee Indian shall come 


down into the frontier further than Forty Miles this side of Keowee on any pretences 


whatsoever without some white person in Company and by the order and permission of 


the Government and that all whatever person whether French or English who have been 


many the Cherokees and have aided and assisted them during the late War shall be 



delivered up, 
6th

The Cherokees shall not molest the creations belonging to or _________ on the Grounds 


necessary for planting and pasturage for the use of the Garrison of Forts 




built or to be built in their nation.
7th

The Catabaws and Chickesaw Tribe comprehend to this Peace

8th 

That all the Cherokee Prisoners we have taken shall be restored.

9th 

Our friendship shall be granted to them, a firm Peace shall be made and finally ratified in 


Charlestown Trade shall be renewed and plenty of goods sent up to exchanged for their 


skins to supply their ____________.
10th

And as equal justice is the founding foundation of a lasting peace; it shall be agreed that 


when an Englishman, murders a Cherokee, the Cherokee shall not put him to death, but he 


shall be delivered to the officer of the Fort, sent prisoner to Charlestown and there 



tried according to our laws and if found guilty to be executed in presence of some 



Cherokees if they desire to be present; and When the Cherokees think they are injured 


by the English, in their Nation, the Cherokees are not to take revenge themselves, 



but shall make complaint to the commander of the next English Fort to be from 



thence transmitted to the English Governor who will right them there in according 
to our 


Laws, and when the Cherokee injure any English among them or complaint, thereof the 


Cherokees shall right the injured.  Thus the guilty only will be punished on both sides.  


Thus, 
Friendship, Peace and Trade will be preserved, but when they cease to be absence 


this Treaty, Friendship Peace and Trade will also cease.  

11th

That Attakullakulla communicate these stipulations to the Nation on his return, and 



(r….)  them that in order to have these articles of Peace finally ratified and confirmed



to that our old friendship may be renewed and last as long as the sun shines and rivers run,



Some of the Headmen from the upper the Valley the middle and lower settlements shall 


come down to Charlestown and confirm these …. And then settle such matters as concern 


the Trade to be carried on through their Nation.

12th

All the English prisoners still in the Cherokee Nation shall within three months from this 


date hereby  be delivered to the Commanding officer of Fort Prince George and all the 


Cherokee prisoners taken by Colonel Montgomery shall be delivered up and whereupon 


goods shall be sent to Fort Prince George to supply the Cherokee Nation upon the same 


terms as before the breaking out of the war.
