I felt 

the same thrill my students felt when I held the actual documents in my hands or saw 

Galileo's diary. It was like taking a step back in time. 

Visiting a different cultural institution each day was invaluable. Being able to 

view primary sources in our local area helped make even more connections with the 

content from Dr. Anderson and Amanda Davidson. I was not aware that we had so much 

reference material available at our fingertips. Although I teach in Walhalla, I had never 

been to the Heritage Museum in that town. I was duly impressed by the knowledge that 

Mr. Gambrell had of the area. I plan on utilizing the museum as a primary source for my 

class. The visit to Cowpens was like a step back in time. It made me realize how 

important it is to expose students to the places where history lives. I will be sharing my 

visits with other teachers in my school, hoping they will utilize the sources available to 

them. 

In conclusion, I cannot stress enough the value of this course for my future 

lessons. As I plan each lesson in American History I will be cognizant of the importance 

of using primary and secondary sources as a teachjng tool. I will refer to the information 

from Amanda Davidson as a reminder of how to use these sources effectively.
