* 1768-1770: disputa ivolving whether S.C. Comumons House
could spend money to hielp defend John Wilkes (Englishenan
who believed that the colonists were being trested unfsirly by the
king and parkament)

= 5.C. Governor's Council also tried to jall a newspaper printer
(Thomas Powell) for printing asticles opposing addttional taxes

* 1771-1775: Gov. Bull closed the S.C. Comimons House to keep
them from supplying money to Wilkes's dolense

The Tea Act - 1
« Tea Act (1733): Pariiament said East India Tea

Company was the only company that could sell tea in
America (monopoly)

- Price of tea came down, but the tax remained

- "Boston Tea Party” ~ citizens dressed as Indians
boarded ships and dumped tea into the harbor

« Small "tea party” held in Charles Town in 1774, but
Gov. Bull was able to safely store most of the tea that
came into port

The Colonists Unite

« July 8, 1774: meeting at Exchange Building in Charles
Town, S.C.

The "General Meeting” was the first in S.C. where
citizens spoke out publicly agamst Pariament and the
king
= Agreed to send representatives to the Continental
Congress to meet in Phitadelphia, Sept 1774
« General Committee of 99: group who would oversee
the colony since there was no legislature

The First Continental Congress
» Representatives 1o Continental Cangress from S.C..

John Rutisdge. Edward Rutiedge, Thomas Lynch, Henry
Mididiston, Christopher Gadaden — all were wealthy

South Carolinians and Politics

« There were many differences of opinion in S.C. on
how to respond to Great Britain and the taxation issuss

» Most believed that taxation without represertation was|
wrong, but they wanted a peaceful solution to the
problem

« Patriots: wanted their rights as Englishmen protecied
« Loyalists: supporters of the Crown (king)
- Others: no opinion — just wanted to be left alone!

The Road To War

» Governor Bull prevented South Carolina
Assembly from govemning

« The General Committee of 99 established a
new governing body called the Provincial
Congress

» Provincial Congress met in January 1775,
made plans to implement Continental
Association, elected representatives to Second
Continental Congress

Loyalists and Patriots

+ While fighting broke out in Massachusetts, a civil war
erupted in South Carolina between supporters of the king,
called loyalsts and supparters of independence, called
patriots .

» Most patriots lived in the Low Country, while most loyalists
lived in the Up Country

= In South Carolina, about one-third of the people were
patriots, one-third were loyalists, and one-third were on
whichever side was winning; this was also true in other
colonies

« Because of the strength of the South Carolina loyalists, more
battles were fought here during the American Revoluticn than
in any other colony

Loyalists and Patriots

« During the Summer of 1775, the Provincial Congress sent a
group to Iry and persuade the Up Country residents to join the
patriot side, but this only Increased tensions

* Three meetings were held betwgen Up Country loyalsts and
the group, resulting in the Treaty of Ninety-Six, through which
both sides agreed to neutrality

* However, when a few people were arrested for refusing to
obey the treaty, fighting broke out at Ninety Six, ending in a
stalemate

« The patriots decided that the loyalists had to be stopped
from helping the British and carried out the *Snow Campaign,”
capturing most of the loyalist leaders by January 1, 1776

South Carolina’s First

Constitution
» The Provincial Congress wanted its actions 1o have official
and legal \ the Cor Congress

that the Provincial Congress set up a temporary government
with a constitution

« In February 1776, the Provincial Congress appointed a
committee (o draft & constitution; it was adopted on March 26

= The L] where
voters elected members of a lewer house, wha in turn elected
members of an upper house; the two houses then ¢lected a
“president” of the state, who could veto legislation

« The Low Country had more representatives in the lower
house than the Up Country, even though the Up Country had
more free white people, this kept the government In the hands

of the patriots and the elite

The War for Independence

» The American Revolution had three military
stages

« Most of the batlles in the first stage were
fought in New England and Canada

» After a lull during which both sides prepared
for war, American forces invaded Canada in an
attempt to bring Canadians into the war on the
side of the Americans, but were defeated at
Quebec; Canada refused to join the war

The Battle for Charles Town

« During the first stage of the war, two important battles took
place outside of New England and Canada

« The first was between patriots and loyalists at Mogre’s Creek
Bridge in North Carolina in February 1776, the patriots crushed
the loyalists, preventing them from aiding the British

* In June 1776, British General Henry Clinton left from Boston
to aftack Charles Town, he had Intended to join with a foyalist
force from North Carolina, but decided to continue with the
atlack even after the loyalists were defeated

« To defend against the attack, South Carolina assembled
about 5,000 militra and Continental troope, who quickly
completed the unfinished fort on Sullivan's Island using
paimetto logs and sand




The Battie for Charles Town

« The British planned on altacking the fort by s=a from two
sides and wilh troops who were to wade over to the island, he
troops werse stopped by deep water, and one set of ships ran
aground, forcing the other set to fiee to deeper water to avaid
the same fate, exposing both sets of ships to heavy fire

« Additionaily, the cannon fire from the 8riish could not
damage the fort, the spangy, flexible palmettc logs aosorbed
the impacts of the shots

+ The fort vas renamed Fort Moultrie for Genaral William
Mouline, the commander of the Sauth Caroliria Militia, and the
South Carching state flag came from the flag of the fart: biue
with 2 siver crescent, to which a palm=tto tree was added after
e battle 4

The End of the War

= Afiur the American viclory at Cowpens, Lard Cornwallis and
s traops feft far Nerth Carofina in order to meet up with
British forces further narth and mount an affensive in the
Middle Colanies, however, Amernican forces attacked often
used guerrilla tactics, causing him to lose most of fus supphes
andd many of his mer o

* In October 1781, Cornwallis and his roeps were cormered
near Yorktowi, Virginia and forced to surrender

= Thus surrender marked the end of the official war but several

skirmishes occurred through 1782, and the lest British troops
did not leave Chares Town until December

The Treaty of Paris

« Jahn Adams, Jehn Jay, and Beryamin Franklin were
appointed by Congress ta help negotiate a peace treaty at
talks that aiso included representatives from France and Spain
+ Aftes several months of negatiations, the Treaty of Paris wids
wgned on September 3, 1783

» The British recognized an independent Uniled States whose
western boundary was the Mississipp River and southern
boundary was 31 degrees north (atitude; the ar=a south of that
boundary, ncluding Florida, went to Spain

South Carolina’s Second

Constitution
+ After the Declaration of Independence, members of
South Carolina's Provincial Congress feit a more
permanent constitution was needed

+ A new constitution was adoptedin 1778

« This constitution changed the name of the leader of
the state from president to goverror, split up power a-
little more evenly between the Low Country and the Up
Country, disestablished the Anglican church as the
state religion, and guaranteed the right to a free press

- Slavery Sslging the
American Revolution

- When South Caralinians began questioning Brtish cantral and
calling for liberty and! equslity, some degan o question the
practicesl mavecy as well, hawever, many had no prablem
distinguishing between political and racial stavery, and very few
staves were ever {reed

- Stavary again came yp when troog QUMEETs began 1o awindle;
same leaders suggested that Amencans am lheir siaves v
have tierd 88 as soldlers, but fear of rebeflion preventad
slaves from ever being ailowed to carty arms

« Slaves eventually recruited by the Britisn and Americans &%
nen-mititary personnel {cooks, sples, or reEsengers); many
slaves ran away ta join the British — they promised freedom for
those who fought
